A. Ratification of  Emergency Proclamation Appointing an Assistant Director of 

Emergency Services. 

Review and discuss Resolution 2479 which will  ratify Emergency Proclamation 

appointing an Assistant Director of Emergency Services. The proclamation was made by 

the Mayor on August 16, 2021 and is required to be ratified by City Council within seven 

(7) days. This proclamation appoints an Assistant Director of Emergency Services and 

delegates certain powers and duties to the Assistant Director of Emergency Services and 

Authorizes them to exercise such powers and duties to address impacts of the Dixie Fire. 

It will enable local agencies access to federal and state resources. Action requested of 

Council is a motion, second, and vote to adopt Resolution 2479.
